Greenport UFSD provides special education services and
programs to students with disabilities pursuant to applicable
federal and state laws. Any parent or person in parental relation
who suspects that their child has a disability may refer the child
for an evaluation by the district’s Committee on Special
Education (CSE) for eligibility for special education services
and programs. More detailed information on this process is
available in A Parents Guide to Special Edncation, which is
published on the New York State Education Department’s
website in English and Spanish.

Parents and persons in parental relation should contact the
district’s Office of Special Education if they suspect that their
child has a disability.

Child Find

Child Find refers to the process of locating, identifying, and
evaluating children and youth who may be eligible for special
education services designed to meet their educational needs at
no cost to families. Children and youth, ages birth to 21, living
in the Greenport UFSD, who are suspected of having a
disability may be referred for a possible evaluation to
determine if they are eligible for special education services.
This includes children and youth who are experiencing
homelessness, highly mobile, migrant, wards of the state and
children and youth attending private schools located within
Greenport UFSD boundaries regardless of where they reside.
All other children must live in the Greenport UFSD
attendance area.
